The Rings of Olympism

This 90-minute program is focused on the historical and
philosophical dimensions of Olympism. Through
interdisciplinary and experiential activities, students
explore the origins of the Olympic Movement, and reflect
on its values of excellence, respect, and friendship.

The program encourages students to integrate these values
into their daily lives, fostering critical thinking, social
awareness, and active participation. Short reflective
exercises, creative tasks, and group discussions provide a
framework for meaningful dialogue and personal growth,
deepening students’ understanding and connection to the
Olympic Ideal.
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Spirit in Motion

This innovative 90-minute workshop highlights the values
of the Paralympic Games through hands-on, experiential
learning. Students are introduced to different types of
disabilities and the importance of inclusion, while exploring
the history, values, and sports of the Paralympic Movement.
Inspired by athletes’ stories, they participate in simulations
of Paralympic sports and collaborative activities that
cultivate empathy, respect, and appreciation for diversity.

The program creates an environment that promotes
participation, joy, and mutual understanding, encouraging
students to embrace inclusion as a core value in both sport
and everyday life.

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Special Educational Events
with Greek Olympians

As part of its collaboration with the Hellenic Olympic
Committee (HOC) and the Hellenic Olympians Association
(HOA), the Athens Olympic Museum regularly organizes
student meetings with Olympic athletes. These events offer
students a unique opportunity to meet in person with
athletes who have proudly represented Greece in the
Olympic Games, embodying the values of Olympism.

Integrated into the Museum'’s educational programming,
these initiatives aim to inspire the younger generation
through personal stories, experiential activities, and
interactive dialogue with the athletes — fostering admiration,

motivation, and a deeper understanding of the Olympic spirit.
